I would like to submit our research article entitled "Efficiency of antagonistic bacteria and Thai traditional crude extracts against Pyricularai oryzae-caused rice blast disease" for consideration to publish in Pakistan Journal of Phytopathology

Briefly, this research aimed to Screening antagonistic bacteria and Thai traditional plant crude extract against P. oryzae and the result showed that Bacillus inaquosorum and Streptomyces albus, were found to inhibit P. oryzae with 54.44% and 94% inhibition, respectively. Additionally, VOC did not affect mycelium growth, even though the culture filtrated solution distressed fungal mycelium expanding and spore formation. As for crude extraction, galangal hexane crude extract was the highest efficiency against P. oryzae and the LD50 was 52% inhibition followed by the galangal ethyl acetate crude extract showing 33.3% inhibition at 300000 ppm while the other treatments could not inhibit P. oryzae growth. So, this manuscript included two tables and six figures that described the results.
